STANDARDISED PRICE LIST  
All funeral directors are legally required to publish this Price List for a standardised set of products and services. This is to 
help you think through your options and make choices, and to let you compare prices between different funeral directors 
(because prices can vary). 

ATTENDED FUNERAL (Funeral directors charges)   
This is where family and friends have a ceremony, event or service for the deceased person at 
the same time as they attend their burial or cremation 

 

Cremation service at Crematorium £1,290.00 
Burial service at cemetery chapel or at graveside  £1,390.00 
Church service followed by cremation or burial (church service up to one hour) £1,490.00 
Additional fees if a longer service at church and/or grave backfill  £250.00 
Collecting and transporting the deceased person from the place of death (normally within 
15miles of the funeral director’s premises) into the funeral directors’ care 

£280.00 

Collecting deceased from more than 15miles then £2.00 per mile  
Care of the deceased person before the funeral in appropriate facilities. The deceased person 
will be kept at the funeral director’s premises. This fee includes dressing the deceased in own 
clothes or robe. 

£200.00 

Providing a suitable coffin – please see attached list for coffin prices  
All of the above prices include 4 pull bearers. Additional pull bearers if required   £30.00 

 
DIRECT FUNERAL  
Unattended Direct Funeral - This is a funeral where family and friends choose to not attend 
the cremation known as a direct funeral. 

£1,500.00 

Attended Direct Funeral - This is a funeral where family and friends choose to have a short 
service for the deceased person, but a maximum of 20 mourners only and 15minutes 
maximum time allowance in chapel. 

£1,750.00 

One time only viewing in our chapel of rest  £30.00 
Optional dressing in own clothes  £30.00 

 
FEES YOU MUST PAY  
These fees are known as disbursements:  
Burial fees – please see attached list of individual cemeteries   
For a new grave, you will need to pay for the plot, for an existing grave with a memorial in 
place, you many need to pay for a removal and replacement fee. In addition, cemetery will 
charge for the interment fee. In and out of area fees will apply.  

 

Cremation fee – please see attached list of individual crematorium fees   
Funeral officiant (eg celebrant, minster of religion etc) £234.00 to £250.00
